e Section 3001 - Hospital Value-Based Purchasing
Program

 “The Secretary [of HHS] shall establish a
hospital value-based purchasing program . . .
Under which value-based incentive payments
are made In a fiscal year to hospitals that meet
the performance standards . . .”
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Patient Protection and
Affordable Care Act 2010

» For fiscal year 2013, the Secretary shall select
measures that cover at least the following 5
conditions:

— acute myocardial infarction
— heart failure

— pneumonia

— surgeries

— “healthcare-associated infections, as measured
by the prevention metrics and targets established
In the HHS Action Plan to Prevent Healthcare-
Associated Infections (or any successor plan) of
the Department of Health and Human Services.”
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
