	· Use the National Family Caregiver Support Program (NFCSP) to provide assistance to States in support of the Olmstead decision.  The NFCSP supports the caregiving efforts of families and other informal caregivers.  Family, friends, and neighbors make up the largest segment of our national Long Term Care (LTC) workforce.  
· In FY 2004, $159,000,000 was distributed in “formula grants” to States and Tribal organizations to fund the development of systems of support for family caregivers.  These systems include supports such as information and assistance, counseling, training, support groups, and respite care.
· In FY 2004, 40 projects were funded to support the development of innovative approaches to assist families and informal caregivers.  The models developed in these projects are being translated into practices by the States.
	· Continue “formula grant” funding.

· Provide technical assistance to the states, including disseminating the results of model projects. 


	
	· An HHS-wide workgroup on caregiver support and the workforce was established; collaboration includes CMS, ADD, SAMHSA, and AoA.  The workgroup is co-chaired by the HHS Office on Disability and the Administration on Aging.  The workgroup is in the process of identifying areas of collaboration, including opportunities to coordinate funding.
	· Continue workgroup activities, and refine collaboration opportunities into interagency proposals.

With 12 additional states funded in FY 2003, 24 states nationwide are now developing coordinated systems of access to long-term supports for people with disabilities of all ages in order to make it easier for them to receive the support that they need for community living.

	· Promoting the Coordination of Transportation Services for Older Americans:  In FY 2004, AoA funded a project to highlight promising practices in the area of transportation coordination, as part of the HHS/DoT MoU on Coordinated Human Services Transportation.
