Panel member three:  will be asked to comment on the practical issues and concerns related to informed consent. (Alan Fleischman)
Panel member four:  will present the subject perspective regarding the informed consent form and process. (Gigi MacMillan)
All members will be asked to present recommendations for improving the informed consent form and process.
