Charge: Regulatory Perspectives on Community Based Participatory Research (CBPR)
In response to SACHRP’s recent identification of future priorities, this may be the first of several panels on CBPR. This initial discussion will have a somewhat broad focus, exploring the intersection of regulations and the nature of CBPR generally; questions to be explored include whether CBPR would benefit from regulatory guidelines or FAQs, and whether current human subjects regulations are overly onerous for CBPR investigators. The panel will also discuss specific ethical issues that present challenges to investigators and IRBs as they struggle to fulfill their respective roles in human subjects protections.
